ATM Grants 
Program is intended to develop & implement creative 
alternatives to the traditional purchase and transfer of 
agricultural water.  

These alternative methods could include:

•Long-term rotational fallowing 
•Water banks 
•Deficit/partial irrigation practices 
•Alternate cropping types 

 



ATM Grants 
Examples of activities that would qualify for funding from 
this program include: 

•Technical analysis of transferable consumptive use 

•Examination of administrative and legal 
considerations or issues related to ATM transfers 

•Technical, logistical or legal analysis of water 
supply delivery options. This may include conceptual 
solutions and the feasibility of implementing the 
delivery of water to the new use.
